Free Membership for Academic Advocates’

Student dues approved at $25 pa. There’s a ‘career development’ page on the ISACA main site

CISA – the CD-ROM will be out in the next few weeks. The CISA Review course will be out early in the New Year, but those who want to get at it early can have it sent to them early

CISM – Debate about grandfathering and the cost – Paul and Diane took the feeling back with them. There have been over 200 grandfathering applications to date. The ‘Bulletin of Information’ will be ready next week, and the CISM Banner will be available from the Chapter area.

Diane said that there are now available to Chapters free of charge ‘mini PSS’ presentations. And that two new ones have been added. We need to investigate how we could use these.

CM raised the question about non-deductibility of ISACA subs for tax purposes. PW explained the reasons, but CM stated that there was a significant member benefit that could be not be enjoyed because of a US legal loophole. The meeting instructed PW to ensure that the matter was raised with greater rigour at the next International meeting.

GRAB

First Meeting last month. There will be four conference calls pa and one face to face meeting. Looks as though the Area 3 Task Force will do most of the work. A form of Project Initiation Document (PID) has been approved which will be used for all new work from the task forces / GRAB

Area 3 Task Force  (A3TF)
Not certain as to constitution of the TF – a lot of people thought that John Mitchell was a member some debate as to who is responsible for setting the number of TF members.  Some debate about the responsibilities – PW thought that it was only for the EU as opposed to the rest of the PCM believing that it encompassed all area concerns.  Hendrik Ceulemans gave a detailed presentation about the work. Eric Guldentops and Paul Williams gave a presentation to the EC Committee on auditing on 22/11. PW was asked why the A3TF hadn’t been informed, and he responded that there was little time after they knew they were ‘on’ .

I raised John Mitchell’s concern about the EU Committee on Auditing being sidelined by International but there was unanimous agreement that it was a key body. As a Chapter we need to get in touch with the UK representativefor the EU Committee on Auditing, and run through HC’s presentation (it’ll be on the Chapter website within the next week.

There is a danger that the A3TF will become a piece of standing bureaucracy dealing with a larger bureaucracy. We need some of our much-touted Corporate Governance Indicators to be in place to measure how effective the A3TF is, and to ensure that it stays on track. 

I have undertaken to write to Hendrik Ceulemans to start the ball rolling. Funding for the A3TF had been agreed by the GRAB.

Chapters should make an approach to their countries tax authorities / government departments about CISA (esp UK) – CM to contact Ray Butler for more info.

We discussed the Derek Oliver’s note about the EC having a different definition for Digital / Electronoc signatures to the rest of the world. I have to send John Mitchell, Paul Williams and Eric Guldentops a copy of Derek Oliver’s original letter

CISM

Expecting to be mostly grandfathering in the coming year.

Paul Williams reported that ISC2 in the US had been involved at a very early stage, but had decided that they ‘didn’t want to play’. The approach from HQ was not to get involved in a debate, despite some very heavy temptation to do so as a result of recent ISC2 articles.

Chapters were encouraged to think seriously about what they could do to involve more members of the security profession

Supporting Developing Chapters

Diane said that there would be a part of the International site set side for local training / conference presentations to be posted for the use of Developing Chapters.

It was agreed that it would be a good idea for the PCM to be held in a developing chapter, and for it to be preceded by a one-day conference, as most of the PCM attendees would be experienced speakers. The funds raised could help defray the cost of hosting the PCM.

Sponsorship for Competing Events

International had produced a paper instructing chapters not to use let any training / conference organisation use the ISACA logo if their event ‘conflicted’ with an ISACA event (basically, a month either side of it). I stated that the instruction should be used as a guideline only and that the overriding consideration should be the local perception of how far membership benefits would suffer if it were invoked.
