It was agreed that CM Write a thank you letter to Annabel Lane and ascertain whether she would be prepared to sit on Audit Committee.

3. Events

It was agreed that the events committee would:

· Prepare a meet and greet protocol

· Reinstate vouchers for speakers

· Make arrangements for collection of fees for non-members on entry

· Retrieve stand from KPMG

· Move the meetings to 6.00 p.m. on a trial basis for three months.

It was agreed that NF would Contact Jeremy Lewis at ABM Amro to determine if meetings could be held at 6.00 p.m.


A debate on chargeable events ensued.  Ideas considered were:

· Put a one-day events covering several hot topics like the IRMA group

· In addition to the CISA workshop offer CISA training.  

It was agreed that JM would prepare an outline for a 5 day CISA course for the Events Committee.

It was agreed that AB would prepare a calendar of events for the chapter’s website and arrange a presentation on the website to be given at a chapter meeting.

4. EUROCACS

It was agreed that London was not a suitable venue for EUROCACS because of the lack of suitable sites and the cost, and that JM Inform international board that the chapter was giving up its claim to EUROCACS 2004. 

5. Publications

There was a debate on the production of articles for Datawatch and it was pointed out that articles could found on the web, and their authors asked for permission to print them, or that such information could form the basis for and original article.  

It was pointed out that Datawatch would be cost neutral if more adverstising could be attracted.  It was agreed that JM would contact people who might be interested in obtaining adverts for Datawatch on a commission basis.

6. External Relationships

JM mentioned that the European chapters thought it important to have a relationship with the EU particularly in regards to a possible directive on audit.  ISACA has set up a board to manage relationships with these bodies and he had put his name forward for the task force that will deal with the EU.

JM reported that at one of IRMA’s evening sessions, a sizeable number of ISACA members had turned up and availed themselves of the refreshments, resulting in costs to IRMA.  It was agreed that JM would contact IRMA to inform them that we were agreeable to severing the reciprocal arrangement for attending evening meetings.

JM reported that he had an invitation to send a delegate to a conference on the security of mobile phones beyond the 3rd generation.  The committee was of the opinion that it would be too technical for them.  Both AB and JW said they had colleagues who might want to attend.  It was agreed that AB/JW would liaise and send a delegate to this conference, provided that the result was an article for Datawatch on this subject.  

AB mentioned the work that ISC2 were doing on introducing an new security qualification.   IT was agreed that AB would contact ISC2 and prepare a paper for the Board on our relationship with them.

It was noted that , while the Central and Northern chapters had been offered copies of Datawatch, the Scotland chapter had not. It was agreed that CM would contact Scotland chapter to offer their members a copy Datawatch on normal terms.

7. Academic Relations

JM said that many students at the universities with whom we have a relationship would like to attend chapter meetings but did not want to join ISACA as an organisation because of the high cost of fees.  IT was agreed that such if students paid a subscription of £50 p.a. for Datawatch they could attend all chapter meetings during the subscription period.  

8. Accounting and Budgeting

IT was agreed that any decision of subscriptions for 2003 could not be taken in the absence of the Treasurer and accordingly this matter was deferred until the next Board meeting on 12th May.

A fax from AW was read which pointed out that the Inland Revenue would not continue to allow the chapter administrator to be treated for tax purposes as a contractor, because she worked only for one client. The implications of this were that she should be treated as an employee which would cause the chapter coats to increase by about £2,000 p.a. and that the IR might seek national insurance payments for previous years.

There was a desire amongst the board to avoid the administrative implications of taking on an employee and it was felt preferable that the administrator should be a limited company.  For the time being the existing arrangements would continue.  In the meantime, it was agreed that CM would contact G Penfold about the tax arrangements for the chapter administrator, and JM would write a list of services required from a chapter administrator.

It was pointed out that the chapter fee which had been appearing on the website was $95 whereas the correct figure was $75.  It was agreed that AW was to determine if any new chapter members have been charged this amount and if so arrange a refund.
